Great news, we just completed the 13 modules 

for the Playbook (BC Fire Service Minimum 

Training Standards). The training kept us quite 

busy over the fall and winter months. Once 

again, we have partnered with our Mutual Aid 

Fire departments to provide this training to 

WLNGLVFD and 70 Mile VFD and have started 

sharing our knowledge with Loon Lake VFD. 

Thank you to all the fire fighters for their 

commitment and dedication to finishing phase 

one of the playbook.  Over the summer we will 

be having makeup sessions for modules missed 

by a few fire fighters. A thank you goes out to 

Sally Watson, our Area E TNRD representative 

for the funding we required for both our 

department and the 70 VFD in completing the 

Playbook training. 

As a fire department our focus is on safety, 

especially for our fire fighters. With a limited 

budget we have chosen to replace all outdated 

PPE (Personal Protected Equipment) for all full 

time resident fire firefighters and we replaced 

our old gas detector with an Altair 4X Multigas 

Detector. It is designed to assess and mitigate 

the exposure for our fire fighters to combustible 

and toxic gases along with low oxygen levels. 

We also replaced our AED with funding from 

Jackie Tegart MLA Fraser-Nicola. The newer

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one has a training module which will allow us to 

keep current on the device. Our old AED is now 

located at the Green Lake Snowmobile Club 

house, giving the community another option in 

the event of an emergency situation.  

Our training will continue over the summer 

months with our focus on refresher training for 

our fire fighters. We have scheduled, First Aid 

OFC Level 1, Pumps and Pumping, Emergency 

Vehicle Operation and Playbook review. 

 

The dry Hydrant project is progressing quite 

well. SGLVFD is planning on installing two dry 

hydrants in South Green Lake at Access 5 and 

Access 10. A thank you to Dunham Craig for 

spearheading this project.  

WE, the South Green Lake VFD are still very 

active in working on a solution to resolve our 

major concern, AHJ (Authority Having 

Jurisdiction). South Green Lake VFD, being in 

the TNRD and being a Society, is still not 

governed by bylaws from some level of local 

government for fire services. We are concerned 

about being left without an authority to point to if 

we are challenged by a property owner during a 

fire or any other event we could respond to. The 

liability risk for our Fire Fighters and Board 

members of the Society is becoming a very 

serious concern to all of us.  Legally we have no 

right to enter private property without 

permission from the land owner or a local 

government bylaw. Another solution is to 

become a TNRD volunteer Fire Department. 

Step one in this process is to have a Fire 

Service review for our fire department. We have 

started this process in partnership with the 

TNRD.  

The consultant will be looking at all aspects of 

the fire department such as:  

Ŀ Current organization 

Ŀ Current operations model 

Ŀ Response times 

Ŀ WorkSafeBC compliance 

Ŀ Administrative structure 

Ŀ Fire Hall apparatus and equipment 

review 

The review will have recommendations for: 

Ŀ Potential service changes 

Ŀ Potential bylaw, policy changes 

Ŀ Level of service recommendations 

Ŀ High-level action plan for implementation

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First on the list is to once again thank the fire 

fighters for their commitment to the PLAYBOOK 

training. We had 12 of our FF complete all 13 

modules over the past year and a half.  Version 

2 of the PLAYBOOK was released in May 2015, 

with our department starting the training in 

September 2015.  

All of the modules (PowerPoints and practicalôs) 

were built in-house by our Training Officers, Del 

Westfall and Dave Plenert with content that 

meets our needs as a volunteer department 

with only having static water (Green Lake) as a 

water source to fight fires.  

The modules completed are: 

1. Communications and Safety 

2. PPE (personal protective equipment) and 

SCBA (self-contained breathing 

apparatus) 

3. Fire Stream, Hose and Appliances 

4. Basic Fire Behaviour 

5. Ropes and Knots 

6. Ladders 

7. Gas and Electrical Safety for Firefighters 

8. Incident Command System 100 

9. Water Supply 

10. Ventilation 

11. Hazmat Awareness 

12. Rehabilitation 

13. Emergency Scene Traffic Control 

These PLAYBOOK modules gave our 

volunteers fire fighters a very good training base 

that we will expand on. Along with the minimum 

standards in the PLAYBOOK, it also contains 

higher level modules in the Exterior Operations 

Matrix. This training includes: 

Ŀ Team Leader 

Ŀ Exterior Operations Risk management 

There are also modules for Officer Training that 

we will be pursuing in the future: 

Ŀ Fire officer 1 

Ŀ ICS 200 

Ŀ Emergency Scene Management 

As you can see by what has been accomplished 

over the past year and what we have planned 

for the future, this is what is required to keep 

our fire department accredited with the Fire 

Underwriters. Itôs a huge undertaking for a 

volunteer fire hall and I thank and commend all 

involved in this success.
